Athletic Therapy Regulation News





Over the last months, a lot of investigation into Athletic Therapy regulation by the Government of Alberta has occurred.  The AATA has gone into this process at least 2 times before in her history.  This time the stakes are different.  





With developments in the regions of Quebec and B.C., the CATA mandating that all regions comply with governance framework which is provincial regulation friendly, and with the foreseen health care crunch in Alberta, there is no time like the present to re-address provincial regulation.





Some things to ponder:





35,000 health care workers are required in the Calgary health region alone in the next 10 years. Athletic Therapists may/could fulfill some of these rolls.  





A casual initial inquiry into regulation with a local MLA was favorable.





Recent announcement of a University of Calgary research project looking at the impact of “non-physician experts” in the evaluation of knee injuries and its impact on health care delivery.  Athletic Therapists are considered as possible providers in this capacity.  





The future of Athletic Therapy has not looked better in Alberta!
