**Ad-Hoc Update**


The Ad Hoc committee group has met monthly since October and has made some great strides with regards to regulation.  An encouraging meeting was held on December 15th, 2006 the Provincial Ombudsmen Mr. Gordon Button, Mark LaFave, and myself.  At this meeting the importance of regulation from a provincial recognition standpoint was reiterated from this government official.  National regulation versus provincial regulation (or a quasi system) was weighed for validity purposes.  Strategies for regulation under the Health Professions Act were discussed (including finding the contact with the Ministry of Health and Wellness).  Finally, the importance of having a Provincial Athletic Therapy Complaints Ombudsmen and a policy for complaints resolution was discussed.  This will require a complete overhaul of the AATA constitution.  





The next steps for our committee will be a series of information sessions, emails, or town hall meetings to discuss the benefits and issues with provincial regulation.  I am finishing an information package which will discuss the positives and negatives of regulation, strategies for the pathway to regulation, options for regulation, and finally feasibility and sustainability of regulation.  Mark LaFave and I will travel to Edmonton to meet with officials with the Provincial Ministry of Health and Wellness.  Mark and I will also meet with current Professions governed by the HPA to develop a template for Athletic Therapy and a sound policy with regards to complaints resolution.  These are key areas for smooth acceptance and regulation.
